Craftskills Traineeship

ESA has joined forces with ScreenSkills (The UK’s industry-led skills body) and the National Film and
Television School to open a Centre of Screen Excellence at ESA, bringing new ‘into industry’ courses
for students aged 18 to 19 (a new set of qualifications for year 14).
These specialist courses include work placements and workshops from leading industry professionals
and are designed to increase knowledge, skills and access for students who want to work in TV and
Film. ESA is thrilled to provide these creative and technical traineeships each September as a new UK
Centre of Screen Excellence.  Pathways that lead on from Production Technology at Key stage 5 are
Art Direction, Grip, Lighting, Editing or Sound.

Apprenticeships

● Apprenticeships are very competitive, especially in the media arts industry. Only the major

companies have apprenticeship schemes, this includes BBC, Channel 4, ITV, Sky, MediaCom,

Screenskills, Google, etc.

● Apprenticeships come in a variety of levels from Level 2 (GCSE level) up to Level 6 (Masters

degree level).

● Companies pay an apprenticeship wage alongside the cost of the apprenticeship so this is a

good option.

Students who have studied a Level 3 UAL will not be able to apply for equivalent level 3

apprenticeship.
