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e Apprenticeships come in a variety of levels from Level 2 (GCSE level) up to Level 6 (Masters
degree level).

e Companies pay an apprenticeship wage alongside the cost of the apprenticeship so this is a
good option.

NOTE: Students who have studied a Level 3 UAL will not be able to apply for equivalent level 3
apprenticeship.
